Take a one hour, two hour or ½ day trail 
ride through the Nantahala National Forest at the Fontana Horse Riding 
Stables. Ages 6 and up. Call for reservations and prices.  828-498-2380.  
 
Get in a boat and experience the incredible beauty of Fontana Lake. The 
Marina has pontoon boats for rent and also has scheduled tour s of the lake. 
Jet skis, fishing boats, canoes and kayaks for rent, tackle, fishing licenses, 
and additional lake information is also available at the marina.  
 
Like to Mountain Bike? Rent bikes and other recreational equipment at the 
Hazel Creek Outfitter adjacent to the Rec Hall. There are miles of trails to 
mountain bike in and around the village. Pick up a copy of a trail map at the 
Outfitter.

How about hiking? In addition to the many trails of the Joyce Kilmer 
Memorial Forest, Appalachian Trial and Great Smokey Mountains, there are 
over 20 miles of trails around the village and out to Llewellyn Cove. Maps 
are available in the Rec Hall lobby and at the Hazel Creek Outfitter. Just 
walk out of your cabin and enjoy!  NOTE: Please make sure all dogs are a lead 
no longer than 6 feet on ALL trails for the safety of your dogs, wildlife, 
hikers bikers and horseback riders. Pets are NOT allowed on the trails in 
the Great Smoky Mountain National Park.  
 
Want to watch a movie? For lodge guests, check Channel 2 on your TV for 
current in room movies on demand, 24 hours a day.  
 
Want to work out indoors? The Fitness Center is open daily on the first 
floor of the lodge.  
 
There are two pools at Fontana. The indoor pool is located near the rec 
center and is open from 9:30 am-10 pm. The Lodge pool is open daily from 9 
am-9pm/ NO DOGS IN THE POOL AREAS and children under 16 must be 
accompanied by an adult.
